Madison Piano Player’s Guild

Bylaws

ARTICLE 1 - NAME, PURPOSE 
Section 1:
The name of the organization shall be the Madison Piano Player’s Guild UA, 


hereby referred to as MPPG. 
Section 2:
MPPG was formed to advance the musical careers of individuals who play the piano for public performance, and to advance the professional goals of piano players and piano teachers.   

ARTICLE II – MEMBERSHIP and VOTING 
Section 1:
The Founding Members of MPPG are Richard Shaten and Bonnie Boyer. These individuals are permanent members of the MMPG Board of Directors.

Section 2:
Any individual may join MPPG by completing a membership form and submitting the membership dues.  The application form is presented in Appendix A.  The dues schedule is contained in the membership form.   The Board shall maintain a membership list, which is available to any member upon request.

Section 4:
Each member of MPPG shall be granted one vote on the MPPG Common Council.

ARTICLE III - MEETINGS OF MEMBERS 
Section 1:
Annual Meeting.  The date of the regular annual meeting shall be set by the Board of Directors who shall also set the time and place. 
Section 2:
Special Meetings.  Special meetings may be called by the President or a simple majority of the Board of Directors.   
Section 3:
Notice.  Notice of each meeting shall be given to each voting member, either  by e-mail or personal letter, not less than ten days before the meeting.

ARTICLE IV - BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
Section 1:
Board Role, Size, Composition.  The Board is responsible for overall policy and direction of the Guild, and delegates responsibility for day-to-day operations to the Guild's President.  The Board shall have three members.   
Section 2:
Board Elections.  The two founding members of the Madison Piano Player’s Guild UA are permanent Board members. The one remaining Board member shall be elected at-large by the Common Council of the Guild by a plurality vote.  The votes of all members will be made public in a letter distributed to all members who have cast a vote.  
Section 3:
Terms.  The At-Large Board member shall serve a five-year term and is eligible for re-election.  There is no limit on the number of terms.  
Section 4:
Quorum.  A quorum must be attended by at least two of the four Board members before business can be transacted or motions made or passed. 
Section 5:
The Board may create committees as needed 
ARTICLE V -  PRESIDENT OF THE BOARD
Section 1:
There shall be one officer of the Board.  This officer is known as the President and shall be elected by the Board through a simple majority.  The President shall serve a ten-year term.  The President’s duties are as follows:

1. Convene Board Meetings and file minutes of these meetings,
2. Carry out the routine operations of MPPG,
3. Keep appropriate records and file all required private and governmental documents.


ARTICLE VI - AMENDMENTS
Section 1:
These Bylaws may be amended when necessary by a two-thirds majority of the Board of Directors.  

ARTICLE VII - CERTIFICATION
Section 1:
These Bylaws are certified by the two founding members of the Board, and the first member of the Common Council
